Registration

People who are picking up hired sportident cards are the only people that need to report to the registration before the start of their first race.  All other competitors do not need to register.  Registration will open 1hr before first starts on each day, except for Event 1 where it will open at 10.30 am.

Rules
This competition will be run in accordance with the NZOF Competition Rules for New Zealand Foot Orienteering Events.  These rules may be viewed on the NZOF website under “Technical”

Complaints and Protests

If you wish to make a complaint regarding an infringement of the rules or the organisers’ directions, please do so in writing at the event centre.  This must be done within 60 minutes of completing your course.  The event controller will consider the matter that you have raised and let you have their decision.  There is no charge for making a complaint.

If you are not satisfied with that decision, you may ask that the complaint be considered a protest.  A fee of $10 is payable but this fee will be returned if your protest is upheld, or found to be a justifiable protest by the Protest Jury.

Protest Jury

Protests will be considered by a jury of preferably A-Grade controllers, selected from a panel convened as appropriate with respect to the protester’s family and club.  The controller will convene this panel.

Dogs

Dogs and other animals are prohibited from all map areas.

First Aid
A first aid kit will be available at the event centre.  In the event of a major medical problem please see the event controller.

Sportident

Hirecards will be ready for those who have hired them at the registration.  Please ensure you hand any hired cards back to us on your last day of competition.  Any lost, not returned or damaged cards that have been hired from us will be charged out at $60 each.

You are responsible for ensuring that your sportident has registered, this is confirmed with a red flashing light (some ALSO a beep).  If the sportident box fails, then punch your map with the manual punch that is on the control.

Food

No food will be sold at the event.  However for all events food is a only at most a short distance.  For the Tuesday events there is a great café at the northern end of the Park = five minutes walk from the event centre. Please bring your own refreshments to the quiz night on Wednesday evening. Pre-registering on Monday is required for this social event.
Weather

We cannot guarantee there will be sufficient tent coverage – please ensure you come prepared for all weather.  Whistles are recommended whilst competing on the courses for safety.

Refunds

At this late stage due to maps being printed and the work that has been done there will be absolutely no refunds given unless there are exceptional circumstances which will be left up to the organisers’ discretion.  The organisers’ decision is final. 

Course Changes

Any change will incur a $5 fee, payable at the time, with changes not being guaranteed as there are limited provisions for extra maps and start times.

Late Starters

A competitor who has missed his/her allocated start should report to the start.  The competitor will be started when it is convenient for the organisers, in accordance with NZOF rules.  The organisers reserve the right to not start someone if they are dramatically late or unable to give a justifiable explanation.

Control Descriptions

Control descriptions will be given out one minute prior to the start.  All maps have control descriptions on the front of the map.

Event centre: 
Day 1 the morning and afternoon events are at different locations. Days 2 and 3 the event centre is in the same place for both events.

Camping: 
There is camping available in a paddock at Karl D’s place 688 Frankley Road with toilets and cold running water but no guarantees of any other facilities.

Social Events:
Day 1 BBQ. You must be self sufficient for food, drink, cutlery and plates. We will supply the BBQs and cooking utensils. The river has a good swimming hole so come prepared for a swim.  


Day 2. You are left to your own devices. Pukekura Park, where you have been competing all day, has a large lighting display in the northern areas of the park each evening. There is a kiosk open, early on for food but later it just has drinks, ice cream, chips, etc. We recommend you visit the lights on one of your nights in New Plymouth as it is quite a spectacle. There is also live entertainment on some of the lawns. A nice place to wander around on at least one of the evenings.


The Coastal Walkway is also a nice place for a stroll at any time of the day although probably not recommended after 10pm.  Visit the info centre for more updates.

Day 3 Quiz night. Please register you intention to attend this quiz as soon as possible on Day 1.  If there are spare spaces you may still be able to register on Day 2 as well, but no guarantees. It costs $5 per person. You need a team of around 6 people but we can join you up with a team if you need one. 

More information about the venue and start time for the quiz will be available on Day 2. It is a low key, fun night. Please BYO snacks, drinks, glasses and pen.

If you want to make your own way to the start please see the Setter or the Controller on 30th December (the day before) for directions. Clip Cards:
This is a retro event and uses “real” controls with clipcards. Leave your dongle at home. At each map change you will find the bag with your race number. In the bag will be the next map/s and a new clipcard with your race number marked on it. Hand in your old clipcard and maps before you get the new map/s and clipcard. Note: Your race number will be written on your arm in vivid at your start. Check your arm if you forget your number. 

Missing controls:
If you miss a control you will still be able to finish but will get a ten minute time penalty per control missed. A number of controls will be in public places. If you get to a control site and having looked, truly believe the control is missing then please tell the controller at the end of your race or at the next map change. 
Terrain description:
A variety of terrain including gully spur, farmland, native bush, parkland and sand dune.  

Map scales:
Are printed on each map – please check each map for scale and contour interval as you start it.
Registration:
Any changes must be made by 30th December to Robert Newbrook.

Additional detail:
The finish will be at the carparking area from where the bus departs at 8.45am. There will be a container to leave your keys in when you board the bus. There is no water on any course but will be available at map changes and at the finish.
Hazards:
There are numerous hazards as described for the previous three days. The main hazard will be road crossings when you are tired – please take care on ANY road. Electric fences will be on. Map 1, course 1, will include river crossings. Please use your judgement on the best place to cross.  In the event of severe flooding, this first map will be modified – you are not expected to cross dangerous rivers.  
Safety Bearing: 
Head north to the sea then walk east until you bump into the finish set up.
