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A Little History  
 

Gold 

All four events of the 2010 Nationals take place in parts of Otago with a rich gold-mining history. The 

discovery of gold at Gabriels Gully (near Lawrence) in 1861 dramatically changed the landscape of 

Central Otago within a few decades. The gold rushes of the 1860s and 1870s, the dredging 

operations of the early 1900s, and the widespread sluicings of the 1930s have left indelible marks 

throughout the region. Back then, there was no Resource Management Act to mitigate adverse 

environmental effects - rather the availability of water, labour and financial backing, and the harsh 

climate, were the main limiting factors for the gold miners. 

 

The Clutha River (Mata-Au), which carries the largest volume of water in New Zealand, is famously 

gold-bearing (auriferous) for much of its length. The source of the gold is in the Otago Schist, the 

characteristic rock of Central Otago. Gold has been won from both river (alluvial) gravels and hard-

rock gold mines. In 1900, the peak year of gold dredging in Otago, there were 187 dredges working 

the Clutha. A large area of dredge tailings on the Earnscleugh Flats, oppposite Alexandra, is 

designated as a historic reserve, and many other gold-related sites can be visited in DOC reserves 

around Central Otago. Gold mining and prospecting continue in Otago today. 

 

Roxburgh 

A find of gold near the junction of the Teviot River and the Clutha in 1862 gave the township of 

Roxburgh its start. The town later became a major centre of gold dredging at the end of the 19th 

century. The map area includes an area of tailings close to the site of the original find. Most of the 

Clutha river terraces are gold-bearing to some extent, and the richest parts have been worked over

Bannockburn 

Bannockburn was a major centre for gold mining from the 1860s to the 1930s. The large-scale 

Bannockburn sluicings were created between 1862 and 1910 by more than 2000 gold miners. They 

channelled water from high in the ranges, along water races into storage areas, and released it 

under pressure to create strong jets that were used to loosen the gold-bearing gravels. Much of the 

original land surface was sluiced away into the Pipeclay Gully Sludge Channel, which led to the 

Kawarau River. Those who built the dams and water races often made more money than the miners, 

by selling the water needed for the sluice guns. 

 

Gold was concentrated at the base of the Carrick Gravels, the thick, brown, alluvial deposits forming 

most of the cliffs. These were formed as a large alluvial fan sloping down from the Carrick Range to 

the west. Underneath the gravels are paler silt and mud, with some coal, deposited in an ancient

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High above the sluicings, the lodes of the Carrick Goldfield (450 m to 1200 m above sea level) are 

centred around the old mining village of Carricktown. Many of the mines had evocative names, such 

as Try Again, Heart of Oak, Star of the East, Rob Roy, Golden Gate, Nil Desperandum, Last Shot, and 

Young Australia. At the latter site, there is still a large water wheel and 4-head stamper. 

 

Earnscleugh 

The landscape at Sheeps Head Station (now part of the larger Earnscleugh Station) is dominated by 

schist tors, distinctive features of the Central Otago landscape. These are free-standing crags, 

elevated above the general schist surface, that are left after millennia of erosion by wind, water and 

snow. Many local tors have picturesque names such as the Obelisk (Kopuwai) on the Old Man Range, 

Leaning Rock, the Coach and Horses, and the Ship at Anchor. 

 

Gold-bearing sediments, carried down from the Old Man Range, probably once lay over the schist 

surface in this area. Although these sediments have since been removed by erosion, the nearby 

areas of Fruitlands (formerly called Bald Hill Flat), Butchers Dam and Conroys Gully have a history of 

gold mining, and in fact Conroys Gully was known as one of the richest diggings in Otago. Large-scale 

gold dredging has just resumed at the Earnscleugh flats.  

 

Naseby 

The intricate sluicings of Naseby are famous terrain for both orienteering and mountain biking. The 

first gold rush came to Naseby in 1863, and the sluicings are similar to those at Bannockburn ς 

working brown gravel derived from schist, via a series of water races. The best known of these is the 

Mt Ida water race, built in 1876, which brings water 112 km from its head in the Hawkdun Range and 

still operates today. The event area is east of the main Naseby (Hogburn) sluicings, in an area known 

to the ƳƛƴŜǊǎ ŀǎ άhƴŜ-ǎǇŜŎ Dǳƭƭȅέ with its own series of water races and holding dams (now dry).

Competition rules  
The competition will be conducted under Competition Rules for IOF Foot Orienteering Events (2009) 

and rules stipulated by the New Zealand Orienteering Federation.

A reminder that IOF Competition Rules forbid the use of GPS devices unless there is "no display or 

audible feedback". 

Embargo 
In the interest of fairplay and sportsmanship, an embargo on all areas used for competition has been 

in force. This will continue throughout the weekend. Please note out-of-bounds areas around the 

parking and event centres. Do not venture into out-of-bounds areas. 

Maps 
All maps will be produced according to the IOF standards. For specific scales of maps, please check 

the event information on the following pages. For special map features, please check the specific 

event information following. 

Legends will be displayed on the maps where possible. Every competitor will receive a copy of the 

sprint map legend and a general map legend in their registration packs.  

Warm -up maps 
There will be no warm-up maps available for competitors for Nationals events. 

Control Descriptions  
Control descriptions will be printed on the front side of the competition maps if possible. (Otherwise 
will be printed on the rear of the map).  Loose copies of the control descriptions will also be available 
in the start lanes as part of the start procedure. Competitors who intend to collect control 
descriptions at the start are reminded that they will have one minute to secure their control 
description sheet the way they choose. 

Sport Ident Hire Sticks  
These can be collection at registration at the caravan each day. Competitors hiring a SI-card are 

liable for the cost of them if lost or damaged. 

All hire sticks must be returned at the finish line of the last event. For those who have entered the 

Follow ςOn series and are hiring SI-cards, keep the same card for both the Nationals events and the 

Follow-On series. 

Sport Ident card  
Each SI-card must be cleared and checked before each event. SI-card clear stations will be located in 
the start box as part of the start procedure. Insert your SI-card and wait a few seconds until the 
ΨŎƭŜŀǊΩ ǳƴƛǘ ōŜŜǇǎ ŀƴŘ ŦƭŀǎƘŜǎΣ ǾŜǊƛŦȅƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ ǇǊŜǾƛƻǳǎ Řŀǘŀ Ƙŀǎ been deleted.

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At each control insert your SI-card into the control unit until the unit beeps and flashes. The red light 
and beep do not guarantee that the competitor is at the correct control. This should be checked by 
reading the control code. If you punch at an incorrect control, simply continue to the correct control. 
The extra punch will be disregarded by the results software. 
If the control unit does not function (there is no beep and no flash) then use the pin punch attached 
to the control stand and punch in a reserve box on your map. If you punch your map in this way you 
must hand your map in at the finish desk before leaving the finish area and explain what you have 
done. At some controls there may be two or more control units. You may use any of the units. 
 
At the finish line you must punch one of the SI units on the finish line. Your elapsed race time only 
stops when you punch one of these SI units. All competitors must punch one of these finish units 
even if they have not completed the course. 
After the finish line you will be directed to the download area tent where the data from your SI card 
will be transferred to the results system.  
Split times are printed immediately and handed to the competitor. If you are using a rental 
SI-card and this is your last event, please return the SI-card at this stage. 

Start Procedure  
It ƛǎ ǘƘŜ ǊǳƴƴŜǊΩǎ ǊŜǎǇƻƴǎƛōƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ ōŜ at the start on time. At the 4 minute gate in the respective start 
area, runners will pass through 4 consecutive starting boxes and remain for one minute in each 
box. When the clock in front of the first start box (-4 minutes) displays the runners starting time, the 
runner comes into the box. This will be 4 minutes before the start. 
 
At the 4 minute box (-4 min) your name and starting time are checked.  
 
At the 3 minute box (-3 min) the SI-card number will be checked. Runners with a wrong SI- card will 
not be allowed to start.  At the 3 minute box (-3 min) SI-cards will be also cleared and checked.  
 
At 2 minute box (-2 min) each runner will pick up their lose control descriptions (optional).  
The control descriptions will also be printed on the map. 
 
At 1 minute box (-1 min) each runner moves to the map box labelled with the correct class and waits 
besides the map for the remaining part of the minute. The competitors map will be placed face 
down. ¢ƘŜ ŎƻƳǇŜǘƛǘƻǊΩǎ ƴame will be written on the back of the map by the competitor. 
 
The start will be indicated by a whistle from the final start official. A countdown of 30 seconds and 
10 seconds will be indicated. 
The responsibility for taking the correct map is the runners! 

  

Late Start  
If you are late to your start you may jeopardise your performance. It will be at the discretion of the 

start team weather they can fit you into your allotted slot or you may be required to start at a later 

time period when there is a gap with your race time counted from your original start time. 

Start Summary  
You must be at the START at least 5 minutes before your start time. 
You must have the correct Sport-IDENT card with you. 
Listen to all instructions. 
 

Finish Procedure  
After the finish line you will be directed to the download area tent where the data from your SI card 
will be transferred to the results system.  
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Split times are printed immediately and handed to the competitor. If you are using a rental 
SI-card and this is your last event, please return the SI-card at this stage. 

Maps will be collected at this stage and returned once the last official starter has started his/her 

course. 

Complaints and Protests  
If you wish to make a complaint regarding an infringement of the rules or the ƻǊƎŀƴƛǎŜǊǎΩ ŘƛǊŜŎǘƛƻƴǎ, 
please do so in writing at registration. This must be done within 60 minutes of completing your 
course. The event controller will consider the matter that you have raised and let you have their 
decision. There is no charge for making a complaint. 
If you are not satisfied with that decision, you may ask that the complaint be considered as a 
protest. A fee equal to tƘŜ ŜƴǘǊȅ ŦŜŜ ǘƘŀǘ ȅƻǳ ǇŀƛŘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŀǘ ŘŀȅΩǎ ŎƻǳǊǎŜ ƛǎ ǘƘŜƴ ǇŀȅŀōƭŜ but this fee 

will be returned if your protest is upheld. 
Protests will be considered by a jury of A-grade controllers, selected from a panel convened as 
appropriate with respect to the protesǘŜǊΩǎ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ ŀƴŘ ŎƭǳōΦ ¢ƘŜ ƭƛǎǘ ƻŦ ƧǳǊƻǊǎ will be displayed each 
day at the event centre. 

Map reclaim  
Maps will be available once the last official competitor has started. 

Refreshments  
Water will be available at the finish of each event and at the event centre. Water will be available on 

most courses in the Long Distance event. 

Prize giving  
Prize giving for the Sprint, Middle Distance and Relay races will be held as soon as possible after the 

event has concluded. The prize-giving will take place at the event centre for each day. For the Long 

Distance Championship, the prize giving will be held later the same day as part of the Social function 

at Molyneux Park, starting at 6.00pm. 

Tee-shirts  
Pre ordered NZ Champs commemorative Tee shirts are available at the registration caravan each day 

of the competition. Limited supplies of extras will be available at the caravan during the weekend. 

MapSport Shop 
The Mapsport shop will be at each of the event centres throughout the Nationals. Michael Wood will 

be available ǿƘŜƴ ƘŜ ƛǎƴΩǘ ǊǳƴƴƛƴƎΦ The Mapsport shop has all manner of cool orienteering gadgets 

and gizmos, so bring your pocket money. 

First Aid  
A First Aid Tent will be available throughout the competition. 

Catering  
A Coffee Van will be a part of the event centre for the first 3 days of the championships. Note that 

caffeine has now been taken off the IOC banned substances list so feel free to indulge. 

There will be no food catering on site. Please bring your own food to each event. The Clyde Wine & 
Food Festival is on Easter Sunday, 4th April, not far from the Long Distance event. 
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Massage 
A masseur will be available on site at the Middle Distance event at Bannockburn and the Long 

Distance event at Earnscleugh. There will be a small fee for each massage.  

Daylight Saving  
Daylight saving ends on Sunday 4th April when the clock is put back 1 hour. (3am becomes 2am). This 

gives you an extra hour to get to Earnscleugh, so no excuses for lateness!  Start time at Earnscleugh 

is 10.30am.

Terrain  
A pocket of remarkable detail adjacent to the Clutha River. This area was worked by gold miners 

some 140 years ago, and now we find the remnants of their destruction to be strangely interesting. 

Rest assured, the most technical spaghetti like detail is snuggled warmly in a blanket of pinus 

radiata. Gravel piles, holes, refuse and weeds also grace the platter, offering contrast to this 

orienteering appetiser. A touch of thyme (may yours be short) will be enough to wet the taste buds 

for the days ahead.

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Special Map Features 
Man made features range from car wrecks to old fridges (no longer working and generally devoid of 

food or beer).  

Patches of slow run in the pine forest have typically non-distinctive edges, and mapping of the slow 

run should be considered as a guide rather than an attack feature.  

Large footpaths are shown with a thick black dashed line.  

Elite Competitors  
For the two races which are IOF World Ranking Events, the IOF rules overrule any local (NZ) rules for 

the two open elite grades. Please note these recent changes to the IOF rules as of June the 1st 2009:  

21.3 During the competition the only navigational aids that competitors may use or carry are the 

map and control descriptions provided by the organiser, and a compass.

The concentration of sluicings created by the gold miners have produced a literal minefield of stone 

tailings piled up in heaps creating hills or stacked in makeshift walls from 1m to 3m high in some 

places. Rock, shown as stoney ground on the map and described as tailings is littered al over the 

place. The highest part of the map contains large monoliths of irregular shapes. The sluiced slopes 

can be steep or gently sloping, either covered in mostly low vegetation or completely bare.        Some 

sluiced areas have formed deep steeply sloping gullies and re-entrants. Vegetation is thick in some 

gullies and across some slopes creating areas of fight and slow run. Briar is dominant, some bushes 
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starkly dead after spraying and others along with matagouri still living. Other vegetation is low, eg 

thyme which is dominant.

1. Fences - There are ordinary wire fences that are easy to get through. There are electric 

fences that should be al off, and are easy to get through. There are rabbit proof fences that 
are uncross able as they consist of flimsy posts, knee high chicken wire fence and a single 
strand of barbed wire at about hip height. The rabbit proof fences are being mapped as 'high 
fence' and I've renamed them as 'Uncrossble rabbit fence' because there are no official 'high 
fences' except in the stock yards and they are crossable. Crossing points will be provided 
where necessary.  
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2. Streams - Earnscleugh has a neat irrigation system. They divert their streams along ditches 
as they require, block the ditches wherever they want and let the water flow across the land, 
catching it in subsequent horizontal ditches down the hill to slow the spread of the water. 
These ditches are hard to see except where the farmer has used grasskiller or diverted the 
stream so they are wet. On the day of the race the water could be anywhere. This makes for 
some interesting mapping as they are dry/wet watercourses and run parallel to the contours 
and stop and start all over the place. I won't have found all of them by any means!         
Water - ΨŎǊƻǎǎŀōƭŜ small watercourses' running around the hills are man-made by the farmer 
for irrigation and they are wet or dry according to the farmers daily requirements. Not all are 
mapped as they are everywhere. Vertical small watercourses are mostly natural and could 
be wet or dry as above. Narrow marshes are natural watercourses and are wet/dry 
according to where the farmer runs the water on the hills above. 

 
3.  Cliffs - The big danger to competitors is the numerous drops off rocks. Some are very 

obvious; others are the back face of a rock easily climbable from one side. Often the rock is 
under scoured by stock and wind and numerous caves have been created. They make great 
wind shelters but present a huge hazard for the runners. 

 
4. Tags on cliffs have been mostly omitted to give greater eligibility. Contours usually give a 

clear indication of the fall of the cliff. 
 

5. Vegetation is minimal. Mostly wild rose (some dead but still brutal), matagouri and 
coprosma. Trees are sparse - pine around yards, cherries in north east gully, elderflower 
around rocks (some very spindly but helpful for navigation) and a few willows and poplars. 

 
6. Roads/paths - no farm paths have been mapped except for one in NE which is probably a 

buried phone line and stands out as a linear feature on a steep hill. Vehicle tracks are easy to 
mistake as cliffs so very short sections are not mapped. 

 
7. Rocks - all rocks under 1m are not mapped. This can be very confusing in certain areas where 

there appear to be many rocks in the field but none on the map. Cliffs and rocks have 
dangerous overhangs and steep drops. Competitors should be warned about finding a safe 
descent and not making assumptions. 

 
8. Because of the number of rocks, control descriptions were difficult.  If there is any doubt 

over features, all controls are at the centre of the circle. 
 

9. Crossable fences, and all power lines are not included on maps for courses 1 ς 9.  They are 
included for the other courses. 

 
10. Marked routes are marked with white tape.
