Waiver

Participation at this event is at the competitors own risk.  The organisers and landowners / graziers take no legal responsibility for any accidents that occur.  By entering the event and participating you agree to waive any liability to the organisers and associated parties.

Registration

People who are picking up hired sportident cards are the only people that need to report to the registration before the start of their first race.  All other competitors do not need to register.  Registration will open 1hr before first starts on each day, except for Event 1 where it will open at 10.30 am.

Rules
This competition will be run in accordance with the NZOF Competition Rules for New Zealand Foot Orienteering Events.  These rules may be viewed on the NZOF website under “Technical”

Complaints and Protests

If you wish to make a complaint regarding an infringement of the rules or the organisers’ directions, please do so in writing at the event centre.  This must be done within 60 minutes of completing your course.  The event controller will consider the matter that you have raised and let you have their decision.  There is no charge for making a complaint.

If you are not satisfied with that decision, you may ask that the complaint be considered a protest.  A fee of $10 is payable but this fee will be returned if your protest is upheld, or found to be a justifiable protest by the Protest Jury.

Protest Jury

Protests will be considered by a jury of preferably A-Grade controllers, selected from a panel convened as appropriate with respect to the protester’s family and club.  The controller will convene this panel.

Dogs

Dogs and other animals are prohibited from all map areas.

First Aid
A first aid kit will be available at the event centre.  In the event of a major medical problem please see the event controller.

Sportident

Hirecards will be ready for those who have hired them at the registration.  Please ensure you hand any hired cards back to us on your last day of competition.  Any lost, not returned or damaged cards that have been hired from us will be charged out at $60 each.

You are responsible for ensuring that your sportident has registered, this is confirmed with a red flashing light (some ALSO a beep).  If the sportident box fails, then punch your map with the manual punch that is on the control.

Food

No food will be sold at the event.  However, right adjacent to the first two days map is a café Bryces which will be open for refreshments and food.  This is right next to the hall which we have hired out for Saturday afternoon.

Weather

Because we have set up event centres often away from the parking, and we cannot guarantee there will be sufficient tent coverage – please ensure you come prepared for all weather.  Whistles are recommended whilst competing on the courses for safety.

Refunds

At this late stage due to maps being printed and the work that has been done there will be absolutely no refunds given unless there are exceptional circumstances which will be left up to the organisers’ discretion.  The organisers’ decision is final. 

Course Changes
Any change will incur a $5 fee, payable at the time, with changes not being guaranteed as there are limited provisions for extra maps and start times.

Late Starters

A competitor who has missed his/her allocated start should report to the start.  The competitor will be started when it is convenient for the organisers, in accordance with NZOF rules.  The organisers reserve the right to not start someone if they are dramatically late or unable to give a justifiable explanation.

Control Descriptions

No control descriptions will be given out for any day – due to complications with loops on some courses and the risks associated with having people with incompatible maps and control descriptions.  All maps have control descriptions on the front of the map.

The area is an active working farm, hence has typical farm hazards such as machinery and man-made features such as fences and other bits.  As such there may be bits of fence wire etc around, so a competitor should be aware and cautious.  Furthermore to this the area being very rocky features lots of cliffs with the majority (if not all) mapped so please take care.


The entry road in is utilised for the white and yellow courses.  Please take care when driving in (go slow) and be aware of kids around.  If you could please give way to runners.  We recommend cars arrive before the first white/yellow start and if leaving, wait for around 1 hr after the last white/yellow start.

Directions:
From Hamilton head South West to Te Awamutu


From Te Awamutu head South to Kihikihi on SH3 (8 minutes)  Signposted from Kihikihi. 


From Taranaki head North to Kihikihi on SH3.  Signposted from Kihikihi.


From Kihikihi allow 25 minutes to get to the event centre.  Head East along Whitmore St.  This turns into Arapuni Rd.  After 8.9km turn right into Owairaka Valley Rd.  At Wharepapa South turn left onto Aotearoa Rd and after 500m turn left into Harding Rd which is where the farm is.  Follow in towards the farm.


There are many other routes to get there.  We recommend searching on Google Maps prior to departure and searching for “Harding Road, Wharepapa South”.  This is exactly where you have to go.


The event will also be signposted from Rotongata Rd and Arapuni Rd.

2 minutes for Courses 9/10, mass starts for everyone else


For all other courses, please ensure you are at the start before 11am as everyone will be started in a hurry to ensure no-one is standing around.


There will be a 15 minute band from 11.30 to 11.45 for people to self start if they don’t want to be in the mass start – but come on its going to be fun to be in the mass start.
Start distance:
For courses 1-8: 2.7km (30 minutes walk)


For courses 9-10: 1.6km (20 minutes walk)

Registration:
Registration will open at 9.30 am for 30 minutes.

Course closure:
2.30 pm
Additional detail:
Due to wet weather, the event centre will be back with the car parking.  There will be a walk from the finish back to the event centre to download.  Please ensure you download.

Previous map use:
CD Champs 2004.  Waitangi 2008.

Terrain description:
Gully spur forest with streams running throughout.  

Map scales:
Course 1-8 are on 1:10,000


Course 9-10 are on 1:5,000

Hazards:
The area is an active working farm, hence has typical farm hazards such as machinery and man-made features such as fences and other bits.  As such there may be bits of fence wire etc around, so a competitor should be aware and cautious.  Furthermore to this the area has streams which need to be crossed for courses 1-8.  Please be safe whilst crossing.  

Other than the large concrete bridge near the finish, other bridges are around on the map.  It is recommended not to use these, and to just cross the stream.  However, if for one reason or another a competitor uses these old bridges – they do so at their own risk.  Please limit numbers if crossing these and take care with your footing.  Competitors on Courses 1-8 will come across these bridges on the walk to the start, but please just walk through the stream.
Flooding:
In the event of severe flooding, this event may need to have courses modified at late notice so listen clearly at the event centre or start area.  In an extreme case, the event could be cancelled.  
Driving directions:
From Te Awamutu allow 1hr


From Hamilton allow 55 minutes


Head to Whatawhata.  


From Hamilton this is along the Hamilton to Raglan Rd (SH23).


From Te Awamutu take Pirongia Rd, heading right into Paterangi Rd.  At the end of Paterangi Rd it turns into Meadway Rd.  Turn right onto Kakaramea Rd (SH39) and head north to Whatawhata.  At Whatawhata turn left onto SH23.


From Whatawhata head towards Raglan.  After 15kms turn left onto Waitetuna Valley Rd.  The event will be signposted from here.  This then veers right at the Waitetuna Valley School.  The road turns into gravel and after 6.7km from the original turnoff you turn right into Orongo Rd.  Park as directed.  Warning – it is very muddy here at present!  Drive smart and don’t rev the crap out of your car and make it muddier for everyone else.
